o Proposal before the Board today:
= Congressional Alan Reinstein Ban Asbestos Now Act (H.R.1603 and S.717)
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e  Oregon Attorney General Ellen Roseblum has joined other states in suing
(again) the EPA to address asbestos. They filed a petition to EPA in January
2019 to address asbestos with greater urgency. Because EPA denied their
petition (as well as the petition filed by APHA and other groups), the
attorneys general are taking this next step in the courts. Information on
